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He gives us the gift of Himself in the birth of
Jesus, how can | ever need any other
reassurance? | am persuaded that my dear
husband is safely in the arms of this God who
loved him even before he was born. | know
deep in my heart that God hears my cries of
pain and suffers with me. Ultimately, our faith
Is a testimony to hope and heart. Of course in
a few months we will observe and celebrate
the wonder of the Resurrection, completing the
circle of salvation, but for now the birth is
enough for me.

| will shed tears during the Christmas
season — there is no doubt of that. | will miss
that deep voice reading “The Night before
Christmas” and | will probably forego the
traditional three-berry crepes that were always
our breakfast meal. | will miss the annual trek
to Maine Mountain Man to choose the perfect
tree. My children and grandchildren will miss
Papa’s Christmas greetings and there will be
no carefully wrapped gift under the tree for me,
chosen by him months before and hidden from
my snooping. My stocking may hang on the
fireplace, but it will not contain the combination
of silly and lovely small offerings from the dogs,
purchased by their “Dad” for me. This year |
will not agonize over what to give the man who
has everything; rather | will make a gift in his
memory to a beloved charity. Yes, Christmas
will be very different this year.

However, nothing can change the fact
that at Christmas we celebrate the wondrous
joy that God so loved the world that He gave
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His only begotten Son, that whoever shall
believe in him shall never die but have life
everlasting. Nothing can ever change that.
